#2477 of Catechism of the Catholic Church explains that respect for the 
reputation of others forbids any attitude and word that is likely to cause 

another person unjust injury in these three ways:
	 1. Rash Judgment: We assume without a sufficient foundation the 		
	     moral fault of a neighbor.
	 2. Detraction: We disclose another’s failings to persons who have no    	
	     right to know them.
	 3. Calumny: We knowingly lie about another person intending harm   	
	     upon their reputation.

EMULATE THE VOICE OF LOVE

Tips to Avoid Gossip
Women often process how we feel and how to handle a situation by speaking 

through it. However, charity and justice also require us to honor the reputation 
of others. If we DO need to process externally these tips may be helpful to avoid 

falling into the sin of gossip:
	 1. Prayer: We pray through the situation and ask the Lord to give us 	
	     His heart, to love the people involved the way He loves them. 
	 2. When/Where/Who: If we are called to speak, we choose an 		
	     appropriate time, place, and with someone who can be trusted 
	     and walks with the Lord. 
	 3. No Harm: We seek no harm, no self-exaltation, or joy and we also 	
	     avoid using names to explain the situation.
